THE  1ST BU ASIAN ALUMNI FINANCE & INVESTMENT FORUM

March 9 &10 2007 in Hong Kong

Co-hosted By the BUAA Hong Kong & Korea

The large number of local and international attendees at the recent 1st BU Asian Alumni Finance and Investment Forum held on March 9 & 10 2007 in Hong Kong voted it an outstanding success.  There were  6 from China, 4 from Japan, 14 from Hong Kong, 11 from Korea, 1 from Singapore, 3 from Thailand (for details, please see the list of participants attached herewith).
The Pre-Forum lunch was hosted on March 9 by Mr. Young Jae Han, Chairman of the Boston University Alumni Association of Korea at the Jumbo dimsum.
